P Land that a parking space occupies, often valued between $30k - $100k. In areas like
hospital precincts, where land values are high, subsidised parking:

P Parking occupancy lower on the weekend

Parking demand not a major issue on
weekends.
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Case Study 1 Westmead: Parking Utilisation
Survey

0 Measured occupancy of parking spaces throughout target area.
0 Surveys took place during three periods of the day

o Parking spaces were monitored to gauge:
A Whether or not a vehicle was parked in a space
A The length of stay of each vehicle
A Whether or not any permits were displayed (Residential etc.)
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Case Study i1 Westmead: Outcomes of Parking
Utilisation Survey

Wide range of permits displayed & used (mobility impaired, residential etc.)
Long term parking in areas with no restrictions on parking

Unrestricted train station fully occupied early

At peak occupancy times, restricted parking still not saturated

Off-peak parking occupancy low

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P Parking currently undervalued

P Goal: Directly internalise the cost of parking to road users for the fair price of
land

0 Must be done incrementally
o Within the context of the area

P Priced parking:
o) Provides for high priority customers
0 Discourages the inefficient use of convenient parking resources by long stay users
0 implement in areas with more than 85% maximum occupancy (Litman, 2006)

P Price level:
0 aim to keep occupancy levels high, but not saturated
0  Some parks available for those who are willing to pay for them.
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Parking Management Strategies: Unbundled
Parking

P Separating the costs of purchasing or leasing residential and
commercial property from parking resources.

P Costs of car parks account for between 20-25% of the total
purchase price of smaller dwellings.

P In hospital precincts - ideal to unbundle parking space costs in rents
for businesses and residents.

P Westmead i Staff Salaries
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Parking Management Strategie: Removal of
Minimum Parking Requirements

P Avoid implementing MPR until all on-street parking in the area is either
priced or restricted by time
U Will ensure that a market can develop to meet supply

U  Removal of MPR allows developers freedom to determine the marginal value of
providing car-parks.

P Removing parking requirements can result in:
o Development of land into more productive activities, resulting in higher densities
0 Revitalised town centres

o Mode shift. Without abundant supply of free parking at destinations, travel by
other modes will be seriously considered

o Parking best provided to meet needs

P  MPR have been removed from district plans throughout Europe -
detrimental effect on urban form and communities

Parking Management Strategies: Shared Parking

P Allows for efficient parking utilisation than provision by individual sites

P Seeks to ensure that parking resources are accessible to a range of users
0 Regulated through Plans; or

o Allow market to emerge that encourages shared parking in order to realise
financial savings.

P In Westmead, shared parking opportunities should be explored

Recommendations (Continued)

P Retain existing reasonably-priced unrestricted parking for highest-priority
users

P Railway station parking can be restricted to rail users?

P Establish rideshare parking priority schemes & a rideshare database for
people to connect to one another to arrange rides.
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Parking Management Strategies: Flexible parking
permits

P Recommendation: work with hospitals/university to offer flexible parking
permits for occasional car commuters ™ incentivise not having a
permanent parking place

P Flexible parking permits assist staff who opt to give up an on-site carpark
P Guarantee space for when it is really needed (highly valued)

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Parking Management Strategies: Car-share
Organisations

Key Features:

P Management of a pool of vehicles parked at
numerous locations around a community.

P Members of the organisation are able to
book vehicles online and then gain access
to the venhicles via electronic swipe cards.

Recommendation: Work with carshare companies to set up cars in Westmead (perhaps
with designated or discounted parking spaces)
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Parking Management Strategies: Public Transport

P Recommendations:
U  Subsidised public transport passes
U  Free pass promotions (e.g. for 1-month periods)
U  Campus area shuttle bus
U Increase & improve information

P Revitalising public transportation networks takes time:
o People need time to adjust travel behaviour by their own accord

o For the transition from car-dominated to multi-modal travel systems, a sound
public transport system, with potential to expand, needs to be in place.

o Implementing parking controls will help to ensure PT success

P Hospitals: campus-like environment & generate unusual and substantial
travel demands sspressure on parking supply.

Demand is typically generated during traditional peak business hours
Parking is primarily allocated to staff, not patients and visitors.
