Premature entry (no minimum travel distance)
Opposing traffic (right turning or travelling along)
Pedestrian safety
Used as overtaking lane
Confusing / conflicting guidelines
No difference between road markings for 

chevrons and flush medians



.flush medians can be appropriate when:
Right turning traffic is interfering with through 

traffic ..similar to Road Code to slow down 
and wait before turning right

Pedestrians are having difficulty crossing a busy 
road



2.7 - A driver must not pass on the right of 
another vehicle when approaching a flush median

2.9 - The driver must not pass a motor vehicle on 
which the no-passing line is marked

Requested Rule change Intends to turn right 
within a distance of 50 m from the road marked 
with the flush median into another road or vehicle 
entrance
